Red or Yellow Card

the game. Yellow cards and especially Red cards should be discretely used unless the
offense is blatant.

Yellow — Cautionary

Unsporting Behavior

Shows dissent

Persistent Infringement

Delays the game

Fails to respect required distance when play is restarted
Enters or re-enters the field without permission

Deliberately leaves the field without the referee’s permission

In addition, in our Region for co-ed, we regard slide tackling as a dangerous play and
players need to be given a yellow card.

Red — Ejection

Serious foul play

Violent content

Spits on opponent of another person

Denies a goal by handling the ball (other then the goalie)
Denies an obvious scoring opportunity by an offense
Offensive, insulting, or abusive language or gestures
Receives a second caution (yellow) card in a match
